· Have someone read: Col. 3:1-4

· 1: Is seeking temporary?

· 2:What are some things that take away are focus?

· 3: What does “for you have died mean?” Died to personal desires contrary to Christ. What does the phrase “hidden with the Messiah” mean? We have a life that the world does not understand.

· 4: What is revealed with Christ? Your life. Why, it is our destiny.

· Ask: What do you think might have happened if the King in the story I read returned and the son lost sight of his true identity and had joined in the rebellion?

· 5: Why are these called idolatry?

· 6: What is God’s wrath here? Is it an emotion? It is a active response to all that is contrary to His nature

· 7,8: Now why these things or how are they different? These are external practices.

· 9,10: Do not lie. Why? Because you are a new creation.

· 11: Christ eliminates all barriers.

III. Godly Living, What should you do? (Col. 3:12-17)

· Volunteer should read 12-17

· What does the term Chosen ones mean in vs. 12?

· What do these that we put on mean to you? Or give examples.

· 13: Question : do when forgive when there is no remorse?

· 14-16 how do we consistently fill our hearts with these ideas?

· 17: What does this verse me to you?
