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God’s Work: No Worries

Rom 8:28-39

28
And we know that in all things God works for the good of those who love him, who have been called according to his purpose. 
29
For those God foreknew he also predestined to be conformed to the likeness of his Son, that he might be the firstborn among many brothers.

30
And those he predestined, he also called; those he called, he also justified; those he justified, he also glorified.

God controls all things and works in believers lives to bring out the good in us. Does this mean that he does not work all things for the good of those who hate him? God is there in trying times for the believer. 

Who loves him, or, those who submit to faith in Christ? God loves all but those who love him gain that Father-child relationship. 
“Called according to his purpose.” Does this mean that God selects a few who bound to respond positively? Or, is it a general call to all people such as that those who respond positively are called.? Scripture has versus that support both views. The problem of the first view is where does evil stem from, and the second is God is not sovereign or in control of all things. Both and and not either or…
Acts 13:48

48
When the Gentiles heard this, they were glad and honored the word of the Lord; and all who were appointed for eternal life believed.

or

2 Pet 3:9

9
The Lord is not slow in keeping his promise, as some understand slowness. He is patient with you, not wanting anyone to perish, but everyone to come to repentance.

What is God’s purpose? That mean and woman be conformed to the likeness of his Son.
Foreknew and predestined are closely related verbs. God knowingly determined and determinately knew.  Two views are God selects certain people to be saved and others may or may not be saved. Another view is Called double predestination, God chooses who will be saved and who will be lost eternally. 

Third view, God foreknew and predestined concerns the offer of salvation in Christ and not a rigid system for choosing people for salvation. The focus here is not divine election but conformity in Christ which God intended from the very beginning.
Last point, Christ is the chosen one and only because He is, we end up being chosen.
God’s Love: No Doubts

31
What, then, shall we say in response to this? If God is for us, who can be against us?

32        He who did not spare his own Son, but gave him up for us all-- how will he not also, along with him, graciously give us all things?

This is height of Paul’s argument. God has demonstrated that he is for us. We know longer be afraid of God or be uncertain about he present or future. 

God giving up his son is the ultimate demonstration of God’s favor. Christ died for all.  “Graciously gives us all things” means our future blessings are limitless.
Christ’s Work: No Charges

33
Who will bring any charge against those whom God has chosen? It is God who justifies.

34
Who is he that condemns? Christ Jesus, who died-- more than that, who was raised to life-- is at the right hand of God and is also interceding for us.

Paul dared anyone to bring an accusation to the elect. Only God is qualified to bring accusation and he is the One who justifies. The vantage point and I think the idea of where judgment does not need to be practiced. Christ is the position of authority and intercedes for us. 
Christ’s Love: No Separation

35
Who shall separate us from the love of Christ? Shall trouble or hardship or persecution or famine or nakedness or danger or sword?

36
As it is written: "For your sake we face death all day long; we are considered as sheep to be slaughtered."

37
No, in all these things we are more than conquerors through him who loved us.

38
For I am convinced that neither death nor life, neither angels nor demons, neither the present nor the future, nor any powers,

39
neither height nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be able to separate us from the love of God that is in Christ Jesus our Lord.

Death or life. What does death mean here? Life?

Nothing can separate us from God’s love. Verse 36 is from Psalm 44.22 which shows God’s people as always facing danger, but we are survivors. 
John 10:25-31
