Have the students divide into teams and with their Bibles closed open to these versus and name the miracle performed by Jesus .





Mathew 9:18-26 - Jesus raises Jairus' daughter


Matthew 14:13-21 - Jesus feeds 5000


Matthew 17:24-27 - Jesus causes a coin to come from the mouth of the fish


Mark 4:35-41 - Jesus Calms the storm


Luke 5:1-11 - Miracle catch


Luke 5:17-26 Jesus heals a paralyzed man


Luke 5:1-16 Jesus heals a lame man.


Mark 10:46-52


46	Then they came to Jericho. As Jesus and his disciples, together with a large crowd, were leaving the city, a blind man, Bartimaeus (that is, the Son of Timaeus), was sitting by the roadside begging.


47	When he heard that it was Jesus of Nazareth, he began to shout, "Jesus, Son of David, have mercy on me!" 48	Many rebuked him and told him to be quiet, but he shouted all the more, "Son of David, have mercy on me!" 49	Jesus stopped and said, "Call him." So they called to the blind man, "Cheer up! On your feet! He's calling you." 50	Throwing his cloak aside, he jumped to his feet and came to Jesus.


51	"What do you want me to do for you?" Jesus asked him. The blind man said, "Rabbi, I want to see." 52	"Go," said Jesus, "your faith has healed you." Immediately he received his sight and followed Jesus along the road.

Rev 16:14-15


14	They are spirits of demons performing miraculous signs, and they go out to the kings of the whole world, to gather them for the battle on the great day of God Almighty.


15	"Behold, I come like a thief! Blessed is he who stays awake and keeps his clothes with him, so that he may not go naked and be shamefully exposed."





The Bible also mentions the false prophet doing miracles as well.





Q. How do we tell if the miracles are from God or not?





A. If causes others to believe in Christ and if it glorifies God.





Q. How can you be a intelligent person living in an age that has sent men to the moon and still you say you believe in miracles? 





Mark 10:27
