Open in prayer








Deut 6:4-5


4	Hear, O Israel: The LORD our God, the LORD is one.


5	Love the LORD your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your strength.





Ask: What does scripture mean to you? Do you think this verse conflicts with the idea of the Trinity


State: The Trinity doesn’t mean three gods or that God existed as 3 persons at different times. 1+1+1=3


1x1x1=1. One illustration is that God is like a family with a father, mother and child. Three persons as one family. Today we are going too look at what the scriptures say about trinity. We will look their  personalities, their oneness, and their deity.





I. Personalities.


Ask: What makes a person?


Member of the human race. They have a spirit, feelings,  communication. 


Ask: We know the God the Father and God the Son are persons. What about the Holy Spirit?


Read: 


Luke 12:12


12	for the Holy Spirit will teach you 


John 14:26


26	But the Counselor, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in my name, will teach


Acts 1:16


16	and said, "Brothers, the Scripture had to be fulfilled which the Holy Spirit spoke 


Acts 5:32


32	We are witnesses of these things, and so is the Holy Spirit, 


Acts 9:31


31	encouraged by the Holy Spirit, it grew in numbers, living in the fear of the Lord.





Gods oneness. 


Repeat: Top verse


State: The Father, Son and Holy Spirit all have qualities make them one.


Ask: Name some qualities of God.


Ask: Does Jesus and the Holy Spirit possess these qualities?


Example: Creator - “Let us make man in our own image” then it says man was made in God’s image 


Jesus said:


John 10:29-30


29	My Father, who has given them to me, is greater than all; no one can snatch them out of my Father's hand.


30	I and the Father are one."





*Object lesson started: Ice heated in a pan showing steam, solid and water.





























The deity of all three. 


State: Now the scriptures show that the all three are persons and that they are one but does it show that Jesus and the Spirit are God? Yes!


John 4:24


24	God is spirit, and his worshipers must worship in spirit and in truth."


Acts 5:3


3	Then Peter said, "Ananias, how is it that Satan has so filled your heart that you have lied to the Holy Spirit and have kept for yourself some of the money you received for the land?


Acts 5:4


4	Didn't it belong to you before it was sold? And after it was sold, wasn't the money at your disposal? What made you think of doing such a thing? You have not lied to men but to God."


Pet 1:11


11	trying to find out the time and circumstances to which the Spirit of Christ in them was pointing…
